Never flush SHARPS (syringes, needles
or lancets) or toss them in the trash.

State law requires they be placed in a red

or yellow approved Sharps bio-hazard
container for transport to the Delta Household
Hazardous Waste Collection Facility. We will
properly dispose of your sharps.

Use a dark marking pen and delete your
name or any personal information before
dropping off unwanted medications.
